My Dear Pa ners, - 4 m/
“This is the day the Lord has made; let us rejmce and be glad!” These words of the
Psalm response for Easter Day invite us to rejoice in the great treasure that is the
Easter event in our lives as Christians, but indeed for the entire human race!
In the First Reading of today’s Eucharist, St. Peter makes it clear that Jesus Christ’s
Resurrection from the dead was the direct action of God: ‘God raised him to life and
allowed him to be seen’ (Acts 10:38). The Resurrection is God the Father’s
response to the Cross, his affirmation of everything that Jesus preached and did,
everything for which he lived and died.
The Second Reading from St. Paul’s Letter to the Colossians reminds us of what
Jesus Christ’s resurrection means for us, his disciples. Through baptism we died
with Christ and came to share in his new, risen life. So ‘we must look for the things
that are in heaven, where Christ is, sitting at God'’s right hand.’ (Colossians 3:2)
The Gospel passage from St. John, recounts Mary of Magdala’s discovery of the
empty tomb. She runs to tell Simon Peter and John (‘the other disciple') who run to
the tomb and, seeing for themselves that it contained only the burial cloths of
. Jesus, come to believe in his resurrection. Until that moment, St. John tells us, *
; ‘they had failed to understand the teaching of Scripture, that he must rise from the _
' dead’ (John 20:9). \
In the Easter Proclamation (Exultet), the Church sings out: “Be glad, let earth be
glad, as glory floods her, ablaze with light from her eternal King, let all corners of
the earth be glad, knowing an end to gloom and darkness.”
We need to rediscover the treasure of the empty tomb and the art of
accompaniment that is found with the dawning light of Easter. The Good News of
Jesus Christ's Resurrection announces to the human race the preciousness of each
and every one of us in God’s eyes. Just like the Risen Lord Jesus lovingly turned to
Mary Magdalene in the garden and addressed her in her confusion, sorrow and
doubt by calling her by name, "Mary!” (John 20:16), so he does to each of us!
We, too, are commissioned as disciples of the Risen Lord Jesus to bring this
message to others in our world today (cf. Luke 24:9). As “"God’s work of art”
(Ephesians 2:10), we are invited to announce the message of Jesus Christ's
» resurrection by being a living Gospel for all people to hear!
The traditional Easter greeting shared with others is, “"Christ has risen!” To which
& one responds, “"Indeed he has risen!” Let us take up this greeting to those on the
s difficult road of life.
Happy Easter and be assured of our prayers for you and your loved ones for a
blessed Easter Time!

Lectionary Spirituality .
" The readings of Easter Sunday present important lessons as to what
Christians must believe in and how they are to live. In the first reading, Peter
tells Christians that God gave the Good News through Jesus Christ and that
Jesus is the Lord of all. Jesus died, rose from the dead and communicated
» with the Apostles in His risen form. Those who believe in Him and His
. message will receive forgiveness in His name. The second reading reveals the
', type of life that believers of Christ must live. They must not be concerned
about worldly matters because, through their Baptism, they have died to
worldly desires. Now, they must be more concerned about their spiritual life
. with Christ. The Gospel passage gives two key ideas for believers: Jesus, the
Risen Lord, “"comes” to His disciples and the disciples are to “respond” to Him
in faith. They are to “believe”, that is, to commit and attach themselves to !
their risen Lord in faith. In doing so, they “see” Him and become aware of
His presence and grasp the mystery that He is indeed the Risen Lord.
However, such a type of faith does not happen suddenly. It grows through .
| the three movements of disciples. Firstly, they sense the “absence” of the
" Lord; secondly, they “see” when Jesus comes to them; thirdly, they “believe” °
when Jesus goes to Thomas, and Thomas exclaims in belief: “My Lord and
my God”.
