“ John could have seen these things without the help of the Holy Spirit.
As Jesus Christ was about to ascend to his Father in today’s Gospel, he prumised‘
to send the Advocate to his disciple. The Holy Spirit is the power of Christ Jesus
and, yet, a person in the Holy Trinity.
This Sunday, Christ Jesus assures us that the Holy Spirit will teach and remind
us all that he taught us. So, all we need to do is to remain docile to the counsel
of the Holy Spirit. We need to be attentive to him to read the signs of our time
and succeed in our mission in our world today.
¥ At no time in the history of the world is the need to listen to the Holy Spirit more *
l important than our own time. As Christians, there are so many intrigues,
. perplexities, and dilemmas that we must contend with within our world \

today. Only those who pay attention to the Holy Spirit understand these and
where they are leading us to. So, this time calls for a special relationship with
the Holy Spirit.

Finally, without listening to the Holy Spirit, we continue to go around in a
vicious circle. Hence, if we allow Him to take the lead, we will walk well and live
rightly. If we allow him to move us, we will move well. If we allow him to teach
us, we will understand well; and if we allow him to inspire us, we shall achieve =
our goals and be where Christ is today. "What gives life is the Spirit, the flesh
profits nothing” (IJn 6: 63). So, each morning, when we wake up, we have to
invoke and ask the Holy Spirit to direct and show us the best way to proceed.
