


Actions speak louder than words. let your words teach and your actions speak: St. Anthony of Padua
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My Dear Parishioners,
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“All peoples clap your hands, cry to God with shouts of joy...God goes up with
shouts of joy, and the Lord goes up with trumpet blast.” Today, we celebrate the
solemnity of Ascension. It is an important solemnity that marks the return of .
Jesus Christ to the Father. Together with the Resurrection, it is a manifestation |
of the victory of Christ.

Ascension is a solemnity that sustains the hope of Christians that, one day, we
shall be where Christ is. The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches that
“Jesus Christ the head of the Church precedes us into His Father’s glorious
kingdom, so that we the members of his body may live in the hope of one day
being with him forever.” (CCC 665-667).

In today’s First Reading, Christ Jesus warned his disciples: “Remain in
Jerusalem until the Father fulfills his promise.” In today’s Gospel, the Apostles
religiously obeyed this instruction: “They did him homage and returned to
Jerusalem with great joy and were continually in the temple praising God."” They
were in the temple in Jerusalem waiting for the Holy Spirit that will help them
mature and age spiritually.

The Second reading reminds as that we must obey Jesus Christ and allow his
Spirit to fill us and open the eyes of our minds as St. Paul prayed for us today:
“May the eyes of your hearts be enlightened.”

We must pay attention to what Jesus Christ is telling us in today’s Gospel. As an
experienced master, Christ Jesus knows how delicate the hearts of people of our
age are. He knows how challenging is our task, and what it takes to be
successful. He knows that only the Holy Spirit can help us. Jesus Christ reminds
us that irrespective of our knowledge and human capabilities, we need divine
help to succeed. This divine help will come from the Holy Spirit to whom we
must pay attention all the time. :
As we are ending the Month of the Holy Rosary, on this great solemnity, we
remember that Mary is the Mother of the entire Church. Mary is your own #
mother, also, since you are one member of her Son’s Mystical Body. She is “our &
life, our sweetness, and our hope”, because she gathers with us as she did with
the Apostles after her Son’s Ascension. During these days leading up to lga
Pentecost, we pray for the power of the Holy Spirit in order to give faithful .
witness to Jesus in this world. 7

Lectionary Spirituality
As Stephen faced his death by stoning, he forgave his killers and was
given a vision of the Lord. He was fearless and at peace. A young
man named Saul was not at peace - he was filled with rage and
fanatical zeal. Later on, he would become a great apostle and would
follow in Stephen’s footsteps to martyrdom. We never know what
direction a person’s life may take — even our own. God is not finished
with us. In Revelation, those who wash their robes in the blood of the
Lamb can enter and draw sustenance from the tree of life. For us,
that means putting aside selfishness and giving humble and loving
service to others. Jesus invites us all - He says, ‘Come!’ Jesus prayed
that all His followers might be one in mind and heart, united with one
another and with Him. Jesus and the Father could then come and
dwell within them. Jesus had made known to them the name of God -
meaning God’s nature. - and that nature was light and love. If we
accept that, then that same light and love must shine forth from us in
our daily lives.
