


Actions speak louder than words. let your words teach and your actions speak: St. Anthony of Padua
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Seventeenth Sunday in Ordinary Time - (C) | July 24, 2022 | 130/2022 - 21-20

My Dear Parishioners,

| The readings of this Sunday encourage us to pray and ask God for good things. In the
First Reading Abraham asks God to spare the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah. The Psalm
¢ sings "Lord, on the day I called for help, you answered me." In the Second Reading St.
Paul reminds us that we have been set free and forgiven in Christ Jesus. In the Gospel
Jesus Christ teaches his disciples the “Our Father” and encourages them to be
I persistent in prayer.
St. Luke gives more attention to Jesus Christ's teachings on prayer than any other
| Gospel writer. He also mentions Jesus at prayer more than the others. In today's
reading, from the beginning of Chapter 11 of his Gospel, St. Luke presents the core of
i Jesus Christ's teaching on prayer. It consists of Jesus teaching a prayer to his disciples,
. a parable on the persistent neighbour, and assurances that God hears our prayers.
I St. Luke's version seems simple and direct. We pray that God’s name will be recognized
. as holy and that his rule over all will be established. This is followed by petitions for
our needs for bread, for forgiveness, and for deliverance. St. Luke uses the more
' theological language of “sins” rather than "“debts,” which is used in St. Matthew's
version.
Having taught his disciples a simple, daily prayer, Jesus Christ goes on to reassure
them that God answers prayers. First he tells a parable about a persistent neighbour
I  who asks a friend for bread at midnight. The friend is already in bed and has no desire
to disturb his family by opening the door. But because the neighbour is persistent, the
sleeping man gets up and gives him all that he needs. If a neighbour is willing to help
us if we are persistent enough, how could God not respond to our requests?
' This teaching concludes with the reminder that if we seek, we will get a response. If a
human father, with all his faults, knows how to give good gifts to his children, how
much more will our heavenly Father give us? Instead of good gifts, however, St. Luke
. substitutes the word Holy Spirit. This foreshadows the gift of the Holy Spirit, who is
central to St. Luke’s theology and who will play an important role in the growth of the
¢ early Church after Pentecost.
The parable and the concluding teaching in this section should not lead us to think of
| prayer as a series of requests presented to God. Rather, as Jesus Christ teaches in his
model prayer, prayer consists in recognizing God's holiness and his rule over all things.
I Today, Jesus Christ teaches us that prayer is a necessary tool for us. All we need is to
be persistent, patient, and humble. It is quiet unfortunate that most of us do not tarry
and travail in prayer, yet we want mountains to be moved on our behalf. The reason is
i simple, we have lost faith in prayer and consequently in God!

Lectionary Spirituality

In the narratives of the Holy Bible, apart from the events described,
there is teaching for us about how we should behave. God says
about Sodom and Gomorrah: “I propose to go down and see
whether or not they have done what is alleged in the outcry against
them.”

Since God does not immediately believe every sin or fault alleged
against someone but requires further investigation, that is a model
for us to follow, if we wish to be persons concerned with justice
after the manner of God’s own heart. When Pope Francis was
elected, almost immediately, there were accusations against him,
some of them published in what are supposed to be reputable,
serious, and responsible newspapers.

A reputable Catholic journalist has investigated the accusations and
revealed that the accusers took some ideas that suited them and
ignored many details that changed the whole perspective.

As a Jesuit, Pope Francis is committed to the faith, which does
justice. It is not enough to believe: we must ensure that our faith
influences every aspect of our lives, ensuring that all we do is just
and helps create a more just society.
