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My Dear Parishioners,

On this Thirty-Fourth and last Sunday of Ordinary Time, the Holy Mother Church
celebrates the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, the Universal King. Today we adore
him as the King of kings and the Lord of lords and we exalt him as the sovereign ruler
of the universe.

The Readings for the Solemnity of Christ the King focus on the Kingship of Jesus Christ,
who is not a king like the rulers of this world. In the First Reading David is anointed the
king of Israel. In the Second Reading St. Paul tells us that we are going to share in the
inheritance of Jesus Christ. In the Gospel, from the cross, Jesus tells the good thief
that he will join him in paradise.

We need to accept Jesus Christ the King as our Lord, King, and Saviour and surrender
our lives to him. We surrender our lives to Jesus every day when we give priority to his
teaching in our daily choices, especially in moral decisions. We should not exclude
Christ our King from any area of our personal or family lives. In other words, Christ
must be in full charge of our lives, and we must give him sovereign power over our
bodies, our thoughts, our heart and our will.

We need to be serving disciples of a serving King. Jesus Christ declared that he came
not to be served but to serve and showed us the spirit of service by washing of the feet
of his disciples. We become Jesus’ followers when we recognize his presence in
everyone, especially the poor, the sick, the outcast, and the marginalized in the society
and render humble and loving service to Jesus in each of them. We need to accept
Jesus Christ as the King of love. Jesus came to proclaim to all of us the Good News of
God’s love and salvation, gave us his new commandment of love: “"Love one another as
I have loved you,” (John 13:34), and demonstrated that love by dying for us sinners.
We accept Jesus as our King of love when we love others as Jesus loved,
unconditionally, sacrificially, and with agape love.

Let us all therefore commit ourselves today to our King anew, renewing our pledge to
serve Him, to follow and obey him wholeheartedly from now on and honour and
worship him as our Lord and King, and enthrone him in our hearts, in our homes and in
our workplaces, in everywhere we are, as our true King and Master. Let us all be true
followers and servants of our King, he who truly cares for and loves us his people, and
who has given himself so completely to us, that we may have life through him, and that
we may be reconciled and reunited with him, in the glory of Heaven and his everlasting
kingdom.

May the Lord bless us all in all of our good efforts, hard work and endeavours, now and
always - Amen!
