\ Today, we solemnly celebrate Easter and joyfully acclaim - "THE LORD IS RISEN ‘
INDEED - LET US REJOICE AND BE GLAD.” Jesus lives on! That is the message

~ today. The Resurrection of Jesus Christ is the basis of our Christian Faith. It is the
greatest of the miracles, for it proves that Jesus Christ is God. That is why St. Paul
' writes: “If Christ has not been raised, then our preaching is in vain; and your Faith
B is in vain” (I Corinthians 15:14), “Jesus is Lord, He is risen” (Romans 10:9), was
. the central theme of the kerygma (or “preaching”), of the Apostles.
t The empty tomb is the sign that points to the Resurrection of the Lord Jesus. The
. empty tomb that greets Mary Magdalene, and then the Apostles Peter and John, A
becomes the place where our faith in the Resurrection of the Lord Jesus is born, a
faith that becomes the cornerstone and the object of the apostolic preaching. It is a
faith that brings transformation and necessarily leads the Christian to realize that it
is no longer possible to live as before: having risen with Christ, we must all live a
qualitatively new life. And this is the Good News of today.
Easter is the guarantee of our own resurrection. Jesus Christ assured Martha at the
tomb of Lazarus: "I am the resurrection and the life; whoever believes in me will
live even though he dies...” (John 11:25-26).
Easter is a feast which gives us hope and encouragement in this world of pain,
sorrows and tears. It reminds us that life is worth living. It also gives us strength
to fight against temptations and freedom from unnecessary worries and fears.
Easter gives meaning to our prayers: It supports our belief in the Real Presence of ‘
the Risen Jesus Christ in and around us, in his Church, in the Blessed Sacrament,
and in heaven, hearing our prayers, and so gives meaning to our personal as wel\
as our communal prayers.
Let us live the lives of Resurrection people: We are not supposed to lie buried in tht;‘
tomb of our sins, evil habits, dangerous addictions, despair, discouragement o
doubts. Instead, we are expected to live joyful and peaceful lives, constantly
experiencing the living presence of the Risen Lord Who loves us in all the events of
our lives and amid the boredom, suffering, pain, and tensions of our day-to-day life.
May the Risen Lord bless us and keep us always in his love!
May the Risen Lord continue to protect, guide and bless you and your family so that
you may triumph over every adverse force or trial and at the end join to shout and
sing the great Alleluia!
